The contest shall be held in the following 4 categories: 


Graduating high school seniors (12th grade) 600-800 words.  The speech must be memorized.


High School (9th to 11th grade) 600-800 words.  The speech must be memorized.

Middle School (6th to 8th grade) 500-700 words.  Students are encouraged to memorize but may read from typewritten speech.


Elementary School (2nd to 5th grade) 400-600 words.  Students are encouraged to memorize but may read from typewritten speech.

These requirements are based on the rules of the National Baptist Oratorical Contest.  The wording is changed to fit the EUMBA.

REQUIREMENTS:

1.  A graduating high school contestant must be currently enrolled in his/her senior year 

    and graduate before September 2012.

2. Contestants are expected to prepare their own paper. Papers must be typewritten and   

    double-spaced. (See word-count above.)

3. Papers must be prepared in triplicate. Submit one original and two copies to: Oratorical 

    Contest, 1160 Watkins Road, Columbus Ohio 43207, Attention: Dr. Jonathan Morehead 

    before the contest.

4. The contestant must avoid speaking in sermonic tone, using excessive gestures, and 

    moving across the stage.

5. The contestant shall not use introductions nor state names or identifying data. He/she 

    will stand, state the topic, and begin his/her oration.

6. Upon violation of rules, contestant(s) will be disqualified.

7. Dress Code: Men-Suit coats with ties; Ladies-Dress or suit with hosiery.

8.  The oration will be judged on the quality of the composition, subject matter, content, 

     originality, delivery, vocal control, enunciation, pronunciation, stage decorum (body 

     language, gestures) and mastery of material.

9.  The contestant is not to use special props or costumes.

10.  The decision of the judges will be final.
